RE: “Action” for students relative to “Why Nelson Mandela Matters” lessons
To increase student understanding of reconciliation, conflict resolution, and more widely, the attributes and considerations of peacemaking and peacemakers, educators can assist students at any grade level, though perhaps most appropriately grades 6-12, in the formation of  “Conflict Resolution and Reconciliation Committees.”

A. Committee names can be individualized to reflect the given school’s culture and “personality.”

B. Members can be elected or appointed as seems appropriate

C. Historical information about and from the reconciliation hearings/programs in South Africa can be employed to guide students in the construction of a group “charter” or “mission statement,” and as such, this extra-curricular activity could/would do service to the principles of the Common Core
D. Such committees would serve not only the stated aim of working to resolve student issues related to behavior: academic, social, etc., but also inform students about and involve them in the development of policy and “what it takes” to guide, administer, and attend to the needs, rights, and concerns of those who are part of a public community. In short, what it means to be a leader.

Again, individual educators and students  will tailor such an endeavor to suit a school’s  own needs, and this is a general context.
